Exit Expectations for K3 Students:
At the end of the school year, a typical K3 student (3 ½ to 4 years of age) should be able to do the following independently without any help:
1. Can open a locker up, put backpack inside locker and hang it on the hook
1. Can un-zip and zip backpack independently
1. Can get lunchbox out of backpack independently
1. Can pack up backpack independently at the end of the day
1. Can carry backpack independently
1. Can carry nap mat and nap items independently
1. Can get nap mat items out of locker and place in the classroom where they go for nap time.
1. Can pack up nap mat bags and put nap mat items away in nap locker after nap time.
1. Can lock and un-lock door with keys.
1. Can pinch a close pin
1. Can pull open a drawer
1. Can turn doorknob 
1. Can open and close doors 
1. Can form a pattern using manipulatives (ABAB, ABB, AAB, etc.)
1. Can un-zip and zip jacket independently
1. Can Velcro and un-Velcro independently
1. Can open a carton of milk independently
1. Can unscrew a lid on a water bottle independently, as well as screw lid back on independently
1. Can open and close lunch box independently
1. Can open zip-Loc baggie independently
1. Is able to dress themselves:
20. Put shoes on the correct feet independently
20. Put a jacket on independently
20. Put shirt on independently 
20. Put bottoms on independently
20. Put socks on independently
20. Put hat on independently
20. Button and un-button independently
20. Snap and un-snap independently
