A Fourth Grader is expected to know these skills in the area of Reading:

-Find the main idea of a reading selection
-Sequence
-Predict Outcomes
-Draw conclusions
-Infer
-Understand cause and effect
-Recognize vocabulary meanings using context clues
-Understand cause and effect
-Interpret graphic aids
-Recognize and use figurative language
-Distinguish between similes, metaphors, and personifications
-Write a short summary about a selection using proper grammar, capitalization, punctuation, and spelling
-Create and present written, oral, and PowerPoint presentations on selected genre
 
A Fourth Grader is expected to know these skills in the area of Language Arts:
 
-Recognize and produce the four types of sentences:  declarative, interrogative, imperative, and exclamatory
-Use nouns, pronouns, verbs, verb tenses, adjectives, and adverbs properly
-Understand suffixes and prefixes
-Use periods, question marks, exclamation points, commas, colons, apostrophes, and direct quotations properly
-Use contractions properly
-Write common and proper nouns correctly
-Identify and write subjects/predicates of complete, simple, and compound sentences
-Consult reference resources such as the dictionary, thesaurus, encyclopedia, and Internet
-Write a four paragraph essay using proper grammar, capitalization, punctuation, and spelling
-Write a friendly letter
 
 A Fourth Grader is expected to know these skills in the area of Math:

-regroup in addition and subtraction
-Understand basic place values through the thousands
-Tell time
-multiplication facts 0-12
-Choose the appropriate operation for solving simple word problems 
-Have mastered times tables 1 to 12
-Have mastered multiplication 3 digits x 2 digits
-Have mastered division 3 digit by 1 digit
-Understand place value through millions and to the right of the decimal to the hundredth
-Estimate and recognize reasonable answers
-Identify fractions, fractional parts, equivalent fractions, comparing
-Identify and use metric/standard units of measurement
-Round to the nearest ten, hundred, and thousand of a 3- to 4-digit number
-Read and understand one-step word problems
-Be familiar with common geometry vocabulary and shapes
-Be able to read different types of graphs such as bar graphs and pictographs
-Have mastered multiplication 3 digits x 3 digits
-Have mastered division 3 digit by 2 digit
-Understand place value through trillions and to the right of the decimal to the thousandths
-Estimate and recognize reasonable answers
-Add, subtract, multiply, divide and compare fractions, mixed number and decimals 
-Identify and use metric/standard units of measurement
-Rounding numbers to the Trillion
-Read and understand multi-step word problems
-Understand percent and ratios
-Solve one variable equations

A Fourth Grader is expected to know these skills in the area of Social Studies:

-Know city, state country and continent in which they live
-Know the states and their capitals
-Know his/her complete mailing address and telephone number
-Know Tennessee’s state symbols and some state history.
- Have a knowledge of US History from early European explorers to the Civil War
-Can use map keys to interpret a variety of maps
-Mastered States and Capitals and their locations
-Can identify and understand the three branches of the US government

A Fourth Grader is expected to know these skills in the area of Bible:

-Must recite or write a weekly memory verse 
-Must participate in class discussions
